Incamation’s Chrismons Celebrate an Anniversary!
T961-2021

This vear has marked Incarnation’s centenmal. Did vou know it also marks the
SIXTIETH anmiversary of Chrismons at Incarnation?

On December 23, 1961, Incarnation’s parish worker, Lutheran Deaconess Sister
Lowse Schulee, sent a letter to Frances Kipps Spencer at Ascension Lutheran
Church in Danville, Virginia:

And so began a radinon that has been maintained at Incarnation for the next six decades. Members of all
ages at Incarmation began making Chrasmons beginming in the 1960s according to the “blueprints™ (Le.
patterns) sent by Ascension, the first creator of Chrismons in 1957, Members made them durning Sunday
School, dunng Vacation Bible School, “Wonderful Wednesdays,” weekday gatherings, and in individual
homes for years.

They became experts at weaving peards onto gold wire, cutting out Styrofoam
with “hotwires,” and glung on sequins and gold ghtter. Invoices from Rufiy's
Garden Shop in Sahsbury, NC, the official supplier of many of the basie elements
of Chnsmons, Gll the files of the Chrismon archaves, indicating the exploding
growth of the hitle “Chrsmon-making industry™ at Incarnation.

The Chrismon tradittion continues to grow even today. When Resurrection
Lutheran Chureh, off of Rosewood Avenue, elosed in 2008, several members
umted with Incarnation. They brought with them a lovely tree skirt, consistung of
individual cross-stitched squares of
Christian symbols that they had used foe
the Resurrectuon Chrsmon ree. Because
Inearnation has TWO trees, another tree
shart was needed, and members of
Incarnanon have now in 2021 ereated a
second, matching skirt.
